General Information and Policy

Save this notice.  Information applies to entire 2011-2012 season.

REGISTRATION FEE & DEPOSIT    A one-time registration fee of $50 is required of all new Dance Centre students.  Students previously registered at the Dance Centre do not pay this fee.  A $35 non-refundable tuition deposit is required at the time of registration to hold a student’s place in class.  Full payment of one semester’s tuition at the time of registration is appreciated.  *Special payment plans may be arranged with the Director.
PAYMENT OF TUITION    Full tuition for the first semester of classes is due before September 1, 2011.  Tuition for the second semester is due before January 31, 2012.  Please make checks payable to: Dance Centre.  A fee of $35 will be charged for checks returned unpaid.  If needed, special payment plans may be arranged; however full payment is required.  Registration is for the entire season – September 6, 2011-June 9, 2012.    * A monthly service charge of $5 will be added to any balance outstanding after the tuition due dates. Refunds are generally not given. 
TUITION SCHEDULE    The Dance Centre 2011-2012 season consists of two semesters: Fall Semester, September 6, 2011 – January 31, 2012 and Spring Semester, February 1, 2012 – June 9, 2012. (June 2 for M&M and Prep classes) The tuition fees quoted here are for one semester.  To calculate one semester’s tuition: 1) refer to “Registration Form” or the “Fall Schedule” to find the length (in hours) of each class for which you are registering, and 2) determine the total time in class(es) per week for each student and 3) refer to the following FEE SCHEDULE:

ATTENDANCE    Students are expected to attend classes regularly and on time. Parents are advised to deliver children to the studio waiting room and pick their children up from the waiting room after class.  We strongly recommend that younger children not be dropped off or picked up at the downstairs door.  It is suggested that students arrive ten to fifteen minutes before class time. Students may not be permitted to dance if they arrive more than 15 minutes after a class has begun, except by pre-arrangement with the instructor or director.  Instead, they will be asked to sit quietly and observe the class.  
CLASS ATTIRE AND GROOMING    A dance student’s appearance in the classroom should be neat at all times.  Those who present themselves dressed inappropriately will not be permitted to take class.  Students are required to wear leotards, tights and shoes of a designated style and/or color, which is determined by the type of class and assigned level.  Please inquire about clothing requirements before purchasing the student’s outfit.  Hair should be pulled back neatly off the face.  Long hair should be secured in a bun.  No jewelry is permitted in class, including watches.

SNOW DAYS    For our daytime classes, the Dance Centre follows the Montgomery County Public Schools snow day cancellation decisions.  After school, evening and Saturday classes follow the snow cancellation decisions for MCPS after-school activities and Adult Education Classes.  When a decision to close has been made, it will be put on the Dance Centre telephone answering machine.  We cannot re-schedule classes, but students are invited to make up canceled classes in another suitable class within the semester.

SPRING 2012 YEAR-END PERFORMANCE: Dance Centre students will present a Spring Concert the end of May or the beginning of June.       The performance is held in a Montgomery County High School. All students, except adults, M & M and Prep classes will be included, unless it is made known to the Director that you do not wish to participate.  All participants are required to pay a Performance Fee, which covers the student’s share of the theater rental & costume cost.  The M & M and Prep classes will have a small performance at the Dance Centre rather than in the large theater performance.  The exact dates will be announced when they are confirmed.
